Also located on the 23rd floor with windows overlooking the spectacular Vegas skyline, the 82-

seat Mandarin Bar will redefine Las Vegas nightlife. Appealing to locals as well as leisure and 

business travelers alike, this chic venue will provide an elegant respite from the bustling bars of 

the Las Vegas Strip. Decorated with plush furnishings, the Mandarin Bar will offer creative 

snacks, and an extensive cocktail menu. A team of molecular mixologists will be available to 

develop customized concoctions upon request, and there will also be a separate VIP room, 

available by reservation.
